RECOMMENDATIONS

September 2016

On the 21st September 2016 the Forest of Dean District Council agreed a number of modifications to
the AP following the examination hearings and the inspector’s Interim Finding (24/6/16). These
modifications have been considered in light of the requirements for HRA/SEA /SA and in relation to
the submitted assessments. The modifications have been assessed in addendums to the HRA and
SA/SEA. As a result of this process a number of recommendations are made (set out below). It is
proposed that the following changes to the policies will be made by the Council prior to the
consultation on modifications expected to be in the autumn of 2016.
